Removing the light cover  
 

Å The light cover has two notches to 
ensure a tight fit, essential to protect 
the user from 240 volts 

 

Å Use both hands to push in the notched 
plastic on the left and right of the light  

Å Lift upwards NOT towards you 

Å Remove the two top screws  

Å Remove the plastic fascia at the bottom 
of the unit (pull it towards you) remove 
the bottom two screws 

Å Remove the grey cover and the ribbon 
cable 

 



Setting limits 

ÅA test lead should be used to set 
the limits before wiring in the 
receiver 

 

ÅConnect motor test lead to motor 
cable 

ÅUse test lead to set spring tension 

ÅSet limits 



Right hand motor 

Powering the board up ! 
 
 

Left hand motor 



Powering the board up  

ÅOnce you have set your limits 
with the test lead connect 
the motor cable to the 
receiver 

ÅNOTE : First operation of the 
garage door is always in the 
up direction 

ÅIf the door is travelling in the 
wrong direction - Black and 
Brown swap them round ! 
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Ensure that all 6 screws are used to secure the 
lid to the unit and that the rubber grommet is 
in place. Failure to do so will invalidate the 
warranty 



Dipswitches on receiver 

ÅThe receiver has three 
dip switches 

ÅDip switch 1 and 2 
should always be on (in 
the up position) 

ÅDip switch 3 is user 
settable (auto return 
time on/off 

 



What do the dipswitches do ? 
Å Dip switch 1 

This feature is used to disable the safety edge, 
to be used in exceptional circumstances only ! 

 

Å On = wireless edge  

Å Off = wired edge 

 

Å Switch power off  

Å Switch power back on 

Å Move dipswitch to required position 

Å tǊŜǎǎ ŀƴŘ ƘƻƭŘ ǘƘŜ άMemέ ōǳǘǘƻƴ ŦƻǊ 5 seconds to 
confirm the setting 

Verification 

Å 6 beeps = programmed for wired edge 

Å 7 beeps = programmed for wireless 

 

 

 



What do the dipswitches do ? 
 

 

ÅDip switch 2 

ÅOn = Impulse operation 

ÅOff = Deadman operation 

 

ÅDip switch 3 

ÅOn = Autoclose activated 

ÅOff = Autoclose deactivated 

 

 

 

 

 



Dipswitches on Bottom slat transmitter 

ÅDipswitch 1 should 
ALWAYS be on 

 

 

ÅDip switch 2 

ÅOn = System test 
(times out after 30 
secs) 

 

 

 

 

 



Testing the bottom slat transmitter and wiring 

The bottom edge can be tested to 
confirm if the wiring and bottom slat 
transmitter are functioning correctly. 

 

Å Put dipswitch 2 on 

Å Within 30 seconds squeeze firmly 
the bottom edge rubber 

Å The red light will activate upon 
each squeeze 

Å Return dipswitch 2 to the off 
position 

 

Important 

Å This function will time out after 
30seconds so if the time has 
elapsed put the switch off and on 
again

Verification 

Å middle light on radio card will start to flash 

 

To check if its paired

Solid red LED on the BST = Paired

¢ƘŜ άMemέ .ǳǘǘƻƴ ƳƻŘŜǎΗ 

 
ÅMode 1 - 1 press = Remote operates as up/stop/down all on one 

button 

ÅMode 2 - 2 presses = Remote operates as up on one 
button/down on another button 

ÅMode 3 - 3 Presses = Allows a channel on the remote to toggle 
lights on and off 

ÅMode 4 - 4 presses = Deletes a single channel/button 

ÅMode 5 - 5 presses = Deletes all channels/buttons 

ÅMode 6 - 6 Presses = Codes in a 4 channel remote as up on one 
button, down on another plus adds a light button and stop 
button 

ÅMode 7 - 7 presses = Used to code in a bi-directional remote 
control  

ÅMode 8 - 8 presses = Used to code in an alarm 

 



Adding a transmitter 

ÅMode 1 - Up/stop/down 

Action 

ÅtǊŜǎǎ άtέ button on receiver once and hold (long beep) 

ÅPress button on transmitter (short beeps) 



Adding a transmitter 

ÅMode 2 - Up on one button/Down on another button 

Action 

 

ÅtǊŜǎǎ άtέ button on receiver twice and hold on the second 
press (long beep) 

ÅPress button on  transmitter(short beeps)  



Programming the light 

ÅMode 3 ς Toggle light on and off 

Action 

ÅtǊŜǎǎ άtέ button on receiver three times and hold on the third 
press 

ÅPress button on  transmitter (short beeps) 



Deleting a channel 

ÅMode 4 ς Delete a single channel 

Action 

ÅtǊŜǎǎ άtέ button on receiver four times and hold on the 
fourth press (long slow beeps) 

ÅPress relevant button on  transmitter to delete that channel 
(long solid beep)
